RIVERSIDE PARK RESTORATION AND
WHITEWATER PARK PROJECT—STATUSUPDATE

The process for getting the required permits from Kern County and the
Army Corps of Engineers for the Riverside Park Restoration and
Whitewater Park is nearing completion. It has taken over two years to
do the permitting and through al the donations and grants received, we
raised the funds needed to complete the process. Finally we are seeing
the time when we will be able to begin construction, which we hope will
be thisfall.

It has been a dlow process to do the permitting. However we have been
very encouraged by the fact that as we went through the required steps,
we gained the enthusiastic support of al the agencies involved. Kern
County Department of Parks & Recreation and the Army Corps of
Engineers have been staunch supporters of the project al aong, and in
fact, have taken on various aspects of the project itself.

Aswe near the time to start construction, we have been concentrating on
major fund-raisers and obtaining additiona grants. We have initia
funding to start the construction, but need a lot more. We will be
posting on our websites and sending out emails inviting people to the
upcoming fundraisers. We aso need donations, which can be made at
any of our various websites using the “DONATE BUTTON” as shown
below.
